Flying Start is a partnership of Playwrights Theatre Centre and Touchstone Theatre, giving a 
stage to new professional playwrights.   

 

Over a two year cycle a play and playwright are chosen as recipients of development resources 
to take their script to production readiness, and a small but fully professional production as a 

showcase of their work. 
 

The criteria for application are as follows: 

 The playwright must be a resident of BC 

 The playwright must be a member of Playwrights Theatre Centre 

 The playwright must have a full length script in at least a first draft stage 

 The playwright must not have been previously professionally produced by an established, 

funded theatre company 
 

A call for applications for the next cycle (development in 10/11, production in 11/12) will be 
tendered in September of 2010.
